Suggestions for essay topics in EURO 002 European Community and Co-operation with Developing Countries

1.
Discuss the impact of the evolving development ideology on the co-operation between the European Community and the ACP-countries in the context of their development co-operation.

2.
Review the co-operation, or the lack of co-operation, between the European Union and a certain group of developing countries, for example the Mediterranean area, South Asia, Latin America or the Caribbean.

3.
How do you view the chances for a truly common development co-operation policy of the European Union as aimed for in Title XX of the (revised) EC Treaty? What is your own opinion on the merits of such a ‘europeanisation’ of development co-operation policy?

4.
Give your own opinion on the prospects for success of the Cotonou Convention during the first decade of the 21st century.

5.
Discuss trade preferences (EU Generalised System of Preferences, Cotonou Convention) as an instrument of development co-operation. Refer in this connection also to the impact of the new WTO requirements as regards preferential trade systems and the new international trade articles in the Cotonou Convention.

6.
To what extent should respect for democratic principles and human rights standards serve as ‘an essential element’ of co-operation between the European Community and developing countries?

7.
Review recent reports of the European Community on development co-operation and draft a Draft Resolution of the Council of Ministers for development Co-operation of the European Union on ‘An EU Integrated Approach towards Sustainable Development in Third World countries’.

8.
Discuss the impact of the introduction of the EURO currency on developing countries.

9.
Review the discussion on ‘Triple C’ (complementarity, co-ordination and coherence of development policies) and give your own opinion.

10.
You are the Prime Minister of an ACP country and you have been invited to give a 15 minutes speech on your country’s perspective on the future of the Cotonou co-operation. You have chosen to give a specific and substantive speech on the impact of the EU Common Agricultural Policies rather than a general speech with all kinds of formalities.

11.
You are the ‘right hand’ of your Minister of Economic Affairs in a EU country as regards EU and development co-operation with developing countries. Your Minister will participate in a joint meeting of the Council of Ministers of Economic Affairs and Development Co-operation. He wants you to submit speaking notes of about four pages on your country’s position on the future of Cotonou, the EU arrangements for the Generalised System of Preferences and the WTO conformity of the two. Please write it.

The new EU Commissioner Louis Michel seeks your advice as a civil servant of the European Commission on the Commissions’ position on the future of the Asia-Europe co-operation, the arrangements for the GSP and the WTO.
