Initiative related to foreign academic credentials (recognition) proposed by Pierre de Maret, Rector of the Université Libre de Bruxelles
All universities are confronted with an increasing number of requests by students, researchers and professors from all over the world to have their degrees recognized and unfortunately also with an increasing number of forgeries.

“World Education Service”, the largest company in the field of evaluation and credentials, provides reliable and fast expertises. In Europe, we are perhaps less familiar with this kind of services.

UNICA could play a very useful role, in this field for its members by pooling the expertise available in each of our institution regarding the national degrees of our respective countries.

UNICA could create a communication system between services dealing with international admissions and staff recruitments, in order to exchange information about the different degrees and procedures in each country (to compile a common data bank) and how to identify forgeries.

The benefit for each UNICA member will be numerous: direct and fast information about the different diplomas and certificates in each country, about the official procedure to deliver them and the way to identify forgeries, and to contribute to the solution of concrete problems.

Subsequently, we could offer our common expertise to other universities against payment.
