Who can apply?
As already mentioned, this year’s target group is international relation officers from some selected partner universities, where staff members are nominated by the sending institutions. Applicants are requested to submit a work plan agreed by the receiving institution, see link below (Application form which include a work plan). The work plan must consist of at least: overall aim and objectives of training, expected results from the training and/or learning activities to be carried out, and a how your home institution will benefit from this.
Number of participants:
In order to make the staff training visit as efficient as possible, we can accept a maximum of 20 participants. If more than 20 persons apply, we will make a selection on the basis of interest, background, home institution and home country.

In case of a selection process, we will let you know the results by May 5th at the latest.
