Transportation

Arriving by Train:
Exit Brussels Central Station.  

By Foot:  10 minutes to the restaurant, approximately 20 minutes to the Fondation Universitaire.

By Taxi:  There are always taxis waiting outside the entrance of the station.

Arriving by Air (Brussels Airport, Zaventem):

By Taxi:  Taxis (metered) are only available outside the Arrivals Hall. The fare between the airport and the centre of Brussels is normally around 35 Euros.  Licensed taxis can be identified by the yellow and blue licence emblem.
By Train:  Inside the airport at level -1, there is a train station.  4 trains per hour to Central Station.  2.60 Euros single, less than 20 minutes to Brussels Centre.

By Bus:  The public transportation company, STIB, operates a special bus link from the airport to the railway station Brussels-Luxemburg (10 minute walk to the Fondation Universitaire).   The bus also stops at Place Schuman.  This line operates on work days between 7.00 a.m. .and 8.00 p.m., three times per hour.  Outside these hours, Schuman is the terminus.  A single ticket costs 3 Euros.  This line is operated by means of comfortable articulated buses with space for luggage storage.
